It's not as if it is a bad place-
it might be like the place where you work, too,
“nice” people, but it's not like its Sunday school,
either. The people don't pretend to know the Lord,
don’t talk church talk or what we affectionately call
“christianese” or pretend to have morals based on
anything other than their own desires and whims.

From what Diane has told me, the majority of
people there would not go out of their way to be
hurtful, but they can wield a mean innuendo and
have a lot of practice slicing with their tongues.
There’s a little more loose talk and liberal spirit expressed than in some other
settings.

Last year one of the students was a very sincere Christian psychologist. This
dear woman decided in order to be a good witness she would confront head on



the gods of this world and the people who harbored
them. Well, that tactic not only didn't win her any
friends (except Diane), but it also quickly alienated
her from the entire group. Worse, she became the
butt of many jokes and her opinions, though very well
thought out and biblically sound, were marginalized.
She dropped out of school completely this year.

Diane, however, decided to apply what she learned at

the Billy Graham School of Evangelism. Being a

pastor's wife, she didn't have too much opportunity to practice with unsaved
people while in the congregation. Her job at J.C. Penny’s did prove to be a good
training ground, and she had some success there, demonstrating and sharing the
love of Jesus with a few co-workers.

Therefore, when our Abba opened up the opportunity for Diane to go to art
school her preparation and anticipation were in high gear. Diane had always
wanted to be an artist, but when she was growing up, it was far more acceptable
and practical to become a “teacher” rather than an artist.

Now Diane does plan to teach art, but primarily she wants to do fine art. She
wants to paint like the old masters. Her emphasis will be on classical realism,
not modern art, not cubism or expressionism. One of the best schools in the
entire country for classical realism and old masters techniques is the Schuler
School of Fine Art located right here in Baltimore.

With the Lord making a way, Diane has become a full time student and a light in
a dark world. She has chosen not to preach, but to only answer the questions
that she is asked. Moreover, as the year has progressed there have been a great
number of questions, which she has answered with Biblical truth and wisdom.
